Cooperative Work Experience

Students

1. You have received a grade of “Incomplete” for Summer 2005.  To clear your incomplete you will need to submit a written report detailing your cooperative work experience to Dr. Steve Ramroop.  After receipt of the written report, you will be scheduled for a fifteen-minute presentation of your cooperative work experience to one of your Geomatics classes.  When these two requirements are satisfied, your incomplete will be cleared.  

2. The written report should at minimum address the following items:

a. Name of the Company

b. Name and title of your supervisors

c. Detailed description of your work experiences

d. Type of equipment used for the work

e. What work did you feel particularly prepared to do?

f. What work did you feel particularly unprepared to do?

g. What did you learn?

h. Do you feel the company valued your education?

i. Would you recommend this company to other TU Geomatics Students for Co-op

3. Your class presentation should consist of a description of the company and what that company does to earn income.  You should describe the types of people working there (for example: engineers, surveyors, two crew chiefs, etc.)  You should describe the typical job responsibilities you were asked to perform.  Explain to the class what you learned from the Co-op.  Above all, give your recommendation as to whether other TU Geomatics students might find this company a good Co-op opportunity.

4. The quality of your written report and presentation in class is taken into account in the assignment of your final grade.  This is a reflection of the real world.  It is possible to be a hard worker on the job, but due to poor communications skills sell yourself short in the workplace.  If you want an “A” you will have to step up and complete the Co-op by selling yourself with those written and presentation skills you have learned at TU.
