On the next page of this memo is a reference list for week 4 readings.
Teaching moment: This is the first week you have had a reading from an article without a digital object identifier (DOI). The Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association is where they tell you what to do—it states, “If no DOI has been assigned to the content, provide the home page URL of the journal” (191). On page 198, they show the format as: Retrieved from http://www.xxxxxxx
The article that needs a URL this week is from the journal International Review of Sport Sociology. This is a tricky one, but I will try to keep it simple for you. When you need a URL of a journal, using the Internet search engine, Google, usually does the trick; just double check that you really have found the correct journal. In this case, the journal has changed names. It is now International Review for the Sociology of Sport. Googling the first journal title finds the second title, and it is a pretty good guess that the title simply changed. Guessing is not good enough. Often times you can poke around the journal web site or the Internet in general or the journal page within a database, and find a note that says title X was formerly title Y, or that title Y became title X. In this case, I could not confirm the title change that way. In a case like this, you, the student, could just ask a librarian to help you. I’ll tell you where I, Mr. Brandes, found the answer, and you are welcome to check out this tool (database) when you make some time. The Library has a database named Ulrich’s Periodical Directory. There it is confirmed that the current title was, “Formerly (until 1984): International Review of Sport Sociology (United States) (0074-7769).” And that is why I used the address I did on the reference lust which follows.
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
